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MARCH AND PRAY THROUGH YOUR REGION

On the 12th July, 2002, the Lord spoke these words to me as I awoke: 
 
“Inestimable losses occur if people think that they can take the land 
without marching through it.” 
 
The night before, I had been reading Genesis 13:17, where the LORD had said to Abram,  
  
“Arise, walk in the land through its length and its width, for I give it to 
you.” 
 
December 2005, with Dorothy as our pick up and drop off helper, Daniel Garton and I prayer marched 
from Cape Reinga to Kaitaia. Part way through Marc Hageman joined us. The distance is 112 km and 
we covered about 20 t0 30 km a day. 
 
The Lord has given us a sheet of Scripture Promises for Northland and the North, and we proclaimed 
these as we went. We called on the Lord for the outpouring of His Spirit of mercy and grace, to bring 
salvation to this desperately needy area for which Jesus poured out His Blood. 
 
I think that the Lord is saying, that it is His will for each local Church in 
Northland to determine their region; the region that the Lord has given 
to them. And that it is the time to claim that area for the Lord’s 
Kingdom, by prayer, proclamation, and marching through it.

RHEMA SCRIPTURES OF GOD’S MOVING IN NORTHLAND 
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The Lord will arise and have mercy on Zion for the time to favour her, yea the set time has come, 
Ps 102:13, [also to v22]. 
When the Lord shall build up Zion, He shall appear in His glory, Ps 102:16. 
 
The Lord is exalted, He dwells on high: He has filled Zion with justice and righteousness, Is 33:6. 
 
Now I will arise says the Lord; Now I will be exalted; Now I will lift myself up, Is 33:10. 
 
The Lord shall go forth as a mighty man, He shall stir up His zeal like a man of war, He shall 
shout and cry aloud, He shall prevail over His enemies, Is 42:13. 
 
Like the lion roaring over his prey, so the Lord of Hosts is coming down and fighting for Mount 
Zion and the hill thereof. As birds flying so will the Lord of Hosts defend Jerusalem; defending 
also He will deliver it; and passing over He will preserve it. Is 31:4, 5. 
 



The Lord shall give the rain of the seed, which we shall sow. The bread of the increase of the 
earth shall be fat and plenteous. Our labourers are dwelling in a large pasture and eating clean 
provisions winnowed with the shovel and the fan. On every high mountain and every high hill 
there will be rivers and streams of water in the day of the great slaughter when the towers fall. 
The light of the moon shall be as the light of the sun, and the light of the sun shall be seven times, 
as the light of seven days, in the day that the Lord binds up the breach of His people and heals 
the stroke of their wound, Is 30:23-26.  [and through to v 32]. 
 
When the Lord turned again the captivity of Zion, we were like them that dream. Our mouth was 
filled with laughter, and our tongue with singing: then they said among the nations, the Lord has 
done great things for them. The Lord has done great things for us whereof we are glad. Turn 
again our captivity O Lord, as streams in the south. Then we shall sow in tears and reap in joy. 
We will go forth weeping, bearing precious seed and shall doubtless come again rejoicing, 
bringing our sheaves with us. Ps 126, [coming to pass now]. 
 
The watchman and leaders of God’s people are seeing, eye to eye, for the Lord has brought again 
Zion, Is 52:8. 
 
I am jealous for Jerusalem and for Zion with a great jealousy, Zech 1:14, [also v16,17,20,21]. 
 
Be silent all flesh before the Lord, for He is raised up out of His holy habitation, Zech 2:13. 
 
The seed shall be prosperous, the vine shall give her fruit, the ground shall give her increase, the 
heavens shall give their dew and I will cause the remnant, committed core, to possess all these 
things, Zech 8:12. 
 
By the Blood of the Covenant I have sent forth your prisoners out of the pit wherein is no water, 
Zech 9:11. 
[Also v12-17] 
 
For the Lord of Hosts has visited His flock, the house of Judah, and has made them as His goodly 
horse in battle, Zech 10:3, [also to v 8] 
 
And the committed core shall be in the midst of many people as a lion, as young lion among the 
flocks of sheep, who, if he goes through treads down and tears in pieces and none can deliver. 
Your hand shall be lifted up against your adversaries and all your enemies shall be cut off, Mic 
5:8,9, [also v7]. 
 
Arise and thresh, O daughter of Zion, I will make your horn iron, and I will make your hooves 
bronze and you shall beat in pieces many people and I will consecrate their gain to the Lord and 
their substance to the Lord of the whole earth, Mic 4:13, [also v10]. 
 
The Gentiles shall come from the ends of the earth and shall say, surely our fathers have 
inherited lies worthless and profitless things. Shall a man make gods for himself, which are not 
gods? Therefore behold, I will this once cause them to know, I will cause them to know My hand 
and My might and they shall know that My name is the Lord, Jer 16:19-21, [also the first part of 
v19]. 
 
I will give My people a heart to know Me, that I am the Lord; and they shall be My people, and I 
will be their God: for they shall return unto Me with their whole heart, Jer 24:7. 
 
Those who put their trust in Me shall possess the land and inherit My Holy Mountain, Is 57:13.  
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
